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TEN PRitlOUS GEMS FROM THE TREASURES OF THE QUR'AN AND SUNNAH

[1) Sayyiduna Ali (RA) narrates that I asked Rasulullah (saas) regarding the Tafseer of the 'Keys', [in reference
to the verse, "To Him belong the keys to the heavens and the earth." (39:63)], to which Rasulullah (saas) replied,
"0 Ali, you have asked me regarding something very great indeed! The 'Keys' you ask me about are the words,
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Recite these words te.n times ill the morning and evening, and you will oe rewarded with Six distinguished
qualities. 1) You will be safeguarded from Iblees and his armies to the extent that the forces of evil will be
unable to overpower you. 2) You will receive a reward equivalent to a Qintaar in Paradise (a tremendous

amount), the magnitude of such that will weigh heavier in your scal-esthan the Mount ofUhud. 3) Your status
will be elevated to such a degree that is only attainable by the people of piety. 4) Almighty Allah (SWT) will join
you in matrimony with the wide-eyed damsels of Paradise. 5) 12,000 Angels will present themselves to inscribe
the recital of these words for you on an unrolled scroll (Raqqim Manshoor), and they will all bear witness to this
for you on the Day of Resurrection. "l You will re.ceive a reward equivalent to one who had recited the Torah the
Injeel the Zahoor and the Qur 'an. In addition to this, you will receive the reward of one maqbool (accepted) Hajj

and Umrah, and should your demise occur on this day or night, or during this month, then you will be branded
with the mark of the martyrs." (Qurtubi)

[2) Sayyiduna Ali (RA) narrates that Rasulullah (saas) said, when Almighty Allah (SWT) intended to reveal
Surah AI-Faatihah, Ayatul Kursi, Shahidallaahu, and Qulilaahumma Maalikul Mulk, they clung to the Throne,

and there was no screen between them and Almighty Allah (SWT). These vers.es then pleaded, "0 Lord, are you
going to reveal us to such people who are full of sins?" Almighty Allah (SWT) replied, "By the oath of My

Grandeur and Magnificence, whosoever recites you after every Fardh salaah, I will grant such a person a place in
Jannatul Firdaus. And I will cast My gaze of mercy upon this person 70 times daily. And I will fulfil 70 needs of

this person daily, the least of which is My forgiveness. And I will protect and assist this person against all his
enemies, and Death will be the only barrier between this person and entry into Paradise." (Qurtubi)
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[3) Rasulullah (saas) once asked Sayyiduna Muath (RA), "0 Muath, why is it that you don't sit in my company
more often during the day?" Sayyiduna Muath (RA) replied, "0 Rasulullah (saas), I am in the habit of reciting

Tasbih 7000 times a day, and I do this before I present myselfin your company." Rasulullah (saas) said, "Should
I not teach you 7 words which are far easier for you to recite, and which will weigh the heavies,t in your scales,
and the reward of which neither the Angels nor the people of the earth will be able to fathom?" Sayyiduna Muath

(RA) said, "Please teach me such words 0 Prophet of Allah (saas)." Rasulullah (saas) then instructed him to
recite the following words, (Firdaus)
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[4] Sayyiduna Abu Saeed AI-Khudriyy (RA) narrates that Rasullullah (saas) said, "By the oath of the Being in
whose control is my life, Surah Ikhlaas is equivalent in its recitation to one third of the Holy Qu'ran." (Bukhari)

This Surah should be recited thrice in order to gain a reward equivalent to the recital of the entire Holy Qur'an .
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[5] Sayyiduna Abdullah Ibn Abbas (RA) narrates that Rasulullah (saas) said, "Whosoever recites the
following verse during the day, it will s,uffice for any missed optional (NaOD worship for that day. Similarly,

reciting this verse during the night will atone fo.rany optional worship missed for that night." (Abu Dawood)
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[6] Sayyiduna Abdullah Ibn Abi Awfa (RA) narrates that Rasulullah (saas) said, "Whoever recites the following
onc~, will be rewarded with 2 MILLION virtues." (Tabraani)
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According to another narration, whoever recites the following once, will be rewarded with 40 MILLION virtues,
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[7] Sayyiduna Abu Saeed AI-KllUdriyy (RA) reports that Rasullullah (saas) said, "Whoever recites the following
once, entry into Paradise becomes necessary (Waajib) fo.rhim." (Abu Dawood)
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According to another narration, whoever recites the aforementioned in the morning or evening, Almighty Allah
(SWT) will take it upon Himself to gratify such a person on the Day of Qiyaamah. (Iba Majah)

[8] Sayyiduna ill>aadah Ibn Saamit (RA) narrates that Rasulullah (saas) said, "Whoever beseeches Almighty
Allah (SWT) to grant fo.rgiveness to all the believing men and women, Almighty Allah (SWT) will reward this

person with a virtue in lieu of each and every believer." (Tabraani)

To derive ,maximum benefit from the aforementioned Hadith, one may recite the following words,
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[9] Sayyiduna Abu Saeed AI-Khudriyy (RA) reports that RasuluUah (saas) said, "Whoever recites the following
thrice when retiring to bed, Almighty Allah (SWT) will forgive such a person's sins even though they may be

as many as the foam of the ocean, and even though they may be as many as the number of the leaves of trees, and
even if they may be similar in number to the grains of sand of the desert, and even if they may be equivalent in

number to the of days of the world," (Tirmidhi)
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[10] Whoever recites this Beautiful Name of Almighty Allah (SWT) in abundance, an Angel will be

exclusively created to worship Almighty Allah (SWT) on behalf of this person until the Day of Judgement.
